Carolyn was a gractous Southern lady who loved her
Cashiers home and garden. Both were under continuous
construction as she added improvements for the comfort of
her family and guests. Carolyn was generous in entertaining

[friends in her home and gardens. Anyone fortunate enough to
be included enjoyed a warm, sincere welcome.

Carolyn’s charitable actrvities in Cashiers were well
known, one of which was helping to establish the Village
Green where she gave generously of her time, talent and
plants. She was a wonderful benefactor to her church, her
communaity, and our world. Carolyn named her beautiful
home and gardens in Cashiers “Sheer Folly” but her
grandchildren called 1t Grandma’s Mountain house.

1t is fitting that Carolyn Joy Dean, gracious
hostess, charitable citizen, generous lady, and gardener
extraordinaire should be so honored.
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The Village Green is at the heart of Cashiers. A 12-acre
park gifted to the Village of Cashiers by its generous and
concerned cilizens, funded by many fund-raising drives and
the Joy Garden Tour, it is operated for the preservation and
conservation of land and Cashiers’ scenic beauty.

Originally a two-acre site that had been cleared for
a motel, it was purchased in 1992 and gifted to the
community by generous and visionary residents for use
as a park. The park became a reality in 1995 with the
completion of a large landscaped green area bordered by a
low native stone wall with a rustic pavilion at its center.

In 2002, the citizens of Cashiers built a playground on
the Village Green known as the Village Play. Over 1,600
Cashiers volunteers worked diligently to complete the project
in just five days.

The dream of a boardwalk over wetlands in the park has
become a reality, made possible by funds raised by the Joy
Garden Tour.

In 2007, the Village Green embarked on an exciting and
permanent addition to the Village Green: a sculpture park
that will involve local materials fused with local inspiration,
all in keeping with the natural beauty of these rugged
mountains. The sculpture park furthers the Village Green’s
Mission Statement, “To preserve and enhance land for our
community’s civic, spiritual, academic, recreational, and
cultural activities to maintain the quality of life for all
citizens and visitors in the greater Cashiers area.”

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he expansive rolling lawn of this tranquil two acre property

Jfeatures over 100 white New Guinea Impatiens planted each
year. This muted green and white setting s perfect punctuation for
the semi-formal terraced garden standing with stately beauty to the
stde and back of the house.

Giving the garden its elegant and antique look is the old Savannah
brick used for the walls and terraces. Skip Ryan, a previous owner,
working with Mary Beck and Larry Phillips in designing and
planting the garden, salvaged the brick from the old 1920’s Sylva
High School which was torn down in the late 8O’s.

Three levels form the perennial garden with red ‘Lucifer’
Crocosmaia the focal center point. At the top, the view is expanded
with the use of antique urns planted with ‘DragonWing’ begonias.
With 6 Alberta Spruce standing as sentinels, plantings of ‘Stella
D’Ora’ daylilies, ‘Becky’ Shasta daisies, Rudbeckia ‘Goldstrum’,
Buddleia, and Annabelle’ hydrangeas exhibit a spectacular mass of
summer color. To insure the health of the garden, the owners installed
a Micro-Irrigation above-ground watering system which has been a
god-send in these drought years.
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. ‘"jhdy & George Dion Garden,

he inspired name for this beautiful property, “Ushuata’, is a

Cherokee term meaning “where civilization ends and dreams
begin’. Purchased in 1997 this seven acre site at the top of Spring
Forest is the ultimate view lot overlooking Bald Rock, Fairfield
Lake, Sapphire Valley, and Chimney Top.

In 2007 the existing house was removed making way for the new
stone and poplar structure designed by Matthew Benson of the Charlotte,
NC firm of Myer, Greeson, Pullin & Benson. The garden design and
plantings were the province of Mary Palmer Dargan together with
installation and rockwork by John Warren. There is a huge rock “as old
as the mountain itself” exposure at the back of the home with weeping
cotoneasters draping much of the extensive rockwork.

Roses, a specialty of the owner, are found all along the wooden
Jfence surrounding the property. Tufu rocks, planted with a variety of
sedum, provide interesting accents throughout the garden.

Good stewardship of the land and having rainwater on reserve for
watering the gardens is a priority for the owners. They have built
two cisterns of 2000 gallons each with one large holding tank of
32,000 gallons beneath the planting beds.

Sfter ten years the tour returns to one of the most beloved gardens

Sfeatured on the first Joy Garden Tour, the David Ellis cottage
garden. Newly replanted, the garden continues to delight and inspire
with its small storybook cottage featuring antique English windows,
the dominant and central feature of the garden. Following tradition,
this garden is compact, with its borders of plants and flowers bursting
at the seams. The garden is contained by house, hemlock hedges and a
picket fence passed on_from an old friend.

Entering the property, the visitor will pass under an arbor planted
with ‘New Dawn’ roses and purple beech trees. A path leads to several
garden areas, including a circular bench, the centerpiece of the garden
from where all views are good. Other features include a small pond
with happy, fat frogs and a hidden fire pit for warming cool nights.

When the owner is not pulling weeds or deadheading flowers
in the garden, he is working on landscape creations for his clients.
David is owner of Ellzs Landesign, Inc. in Atlanta and the
Cashiers/Highlands area.

his unique garden, located in the Country Club of Sapphire

Valley with a view of the 16th green, incorporates many
traditional plantings found in the Highlands Plateau; however, it
revolves around a seemingly endless flow of water. When the Haglers
purchased the property in 2005, a dry creek bed running under the
breezeway provided water drainage. With the expertise of Bob Dews,
owner of Xstream Ponds in Cashiers, the magical transformation
ts a bog garden and small waterfall at the front entrance, a second
bog garden at the breexeway running under the house, and a water
cascade at the base of the gently sloping rear terrain.

This aquatic landscape incorporates many plantings that are
unique only to water gardens. Here you will discover varieties
of water lilies, forget-me-nots, pickerel, pitcher plants and edible
water celery. Lined with an impermeable membrane, the water
garden is self-contained and biologically clean using no chemicals or
mechanical devices. The plant roots are used_for biological filtration
to clarify the water and retard algae growth.

From the moment you arrive at this enchanting garden, your senses

will be greeted with a dance of reflecting light and musical overtones
of moving water.

andsome cobalt blue containers mark the entrance to this

beautifully landscaped property featuring a small lake and
a party pavilion with view of Chimney Top and Sassafras Ridge.
Verdant textured plantings surround a whimsical “Leap Frog”
bronze sculpture in the center island and bonsai-styled boxwood
accent the front garden.

The house, which served as the Cashiers Designer Showhouse in
2006, was reconstructed using vintage materials and features a
hardwood log and chink exterior with poplar bark siding. Hank
Ross of Highlands created the original site plan and the owner
worked with Ben Odom along with Scotlyn Yard to create the
landscape design.

In the back of the house, a stone terrace and lawn leads down to
the lake bordered on one side with coral bells, daylilies, and ‘Pink
Diamond’ hydrangeas. Great tree stumps have been brought in for
emphasis. At the backside i1s ‘Chimney Top’ creek, crossed by Penny’s
bridge. The lake is fed by a spring and highlighted by a waterfall.
Save time to stroll through the Rose Garden and Azalea Garden.

his beautiful green oasis, “Through The Woods,” is within

walking distance of downtown Cashiers. Starting in 1994
this garden was carved out of a 7 acre heavily wooded property.
Dave, the self-described construction and weed manager, used local
locust logs and rhododendron limbs to fashion graceful arbors and
rustic railings, and built the beds with Tennessee fieldstone giving
the garden structure and purpose.

As the garden designer, Fran created a sense of relaxed comfort by
her use of a myriad of flowering perennials in a soft color palette.
For the most part, annuals are only planted in containers. Purple,
her favorite color, serves as the garden’s focus and the visitor will
never see red flowers. The gaudiest perennials are the orange-
blooming tiger lilies found growing on the property, probably planted
a century ago when the land was part of a farm. Fran’s secret is her
lzberal use of mushroom compost.

Awarded Best Garden Design by Country Gardens magazine, a
publication of Better Homes & Gardens, the garden was published in

the Fall, 2006 issue. It has also been certified as an official wildlife
habitat by the National Wildlife Federation.
